The clections to be held early next year
under the Greater Brisbane scheme are of
considerable importance from a working-
class point of view, as many things could
be done in the interests of the workers
bv a Greater Brisbane Council, controlled
by genuine representatives of the working
class. Civic affairs in the past have been
controlled by the exploiters of Labo_ur,
and even the present City Council, which
is allegedly controlled by Labour, the
majority of the aldermen hold down other
jobs and maturally devote fragments of
their spare time to Council affairs. The
principle of "one man one job” has been
unanimously endorsed by the recent
“Greater Brisbane Labour Convention, and
‘should be strictly adhered to. . Of course
the Q.C.E,, at the request of those whom
it really represents, may turn-the pro-
poszl down, but after all the rank :.md file
are the people who can finally decide the

' question. A number of AL.P. branches
