It is well to keep in mind that even theNew Left's guru 
Herbert 1~arcuse, realizes that an individual change in 
consciousness . alone will not bring· about a revolution; one 
has also to recognize the fact that there . 
are groups of people in our society who possess enoruous 
power,poNer which can be used to crush individuals should 
they so desire, By accepting a need for la# reform, gaylib 
need not neccssarilybe following a reformist line; it ma.y be 
simply recognizing the existence of po.ver· groups in the society. 
By pretending they are notthere does not abnegate their 
existence.
