For lesbians to take their place in soc i ety wi t h d i gnity and equality we must remove 
all descrimination against them . 

Thesecpestions and a myriad of others on the same topic are being asked through-out , 
Australian society every day, however, very few honest answers are forthcoming. 

The topic "HOMOSEXUALITY" •is generally i gnored o r greeted"with deri sion - our 
society refuses to go beyo~d what religion, the law, t~e mass media & psychiatry 
equate with "good", "right" & "healthy". CAMP (NSW) has been aware of this need since its 
formation in 1970. We have challenged the attitudes· and structrues of society which 
have reinforced homosexual oppression. Thi s year, International Women's Year, we shall 
be using a grant from the Australian Government in a concerted effort to : 
a. research the position of the female homosexual in Australian society, and 
b. formulate and conduct an educative programme to change current attitudes. 
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
